Wilde Lake dredging now slated to begin in 2011

The start date for the Columbia Association’s (CA) Wilde Lake dredging project has been postponed until 2011 due to the delay in receiving permit certificates. According to the Wilde Lake dredging contractor, Genesis Fluid Solutions LTD, the delay in receiving the permits would cause the project to start in December or January, when cold weather may hamper their ability to perform the work in one uninterrupted effort.

A specific 2011 start date will be determined pending waiver approval from the Maryland Department of the Environment to allow work to be performed in Wilde Lake during the March 15 – June 15 fish spawning shutdown. If the waiver request is not granted, dredging work could not begin until June 15. A similar waiver request was submitted and approved last year for dredging work at Lake Elkhorn. The dredging is anticipated to take approximately three months to complete.
