· Board voted unanimously to approve the Board/Staff retreat, the date for the retreat to be determined.

· Planning and Strategy Committee agreed to make a recommendation to the Board of Directors in support of the Wilde Lake Board’s position regarding the proposed Wilde Lake Village Center Redevelopment Plan.

· The Board approved the Oakland Mills Village Board Request for closing the pathway from Stevens Forest Road to the pedestrian overpass on US 29.

Although the CA Board is a long way from any decisions, two items have received a great deal of discussion by Board Members and residents.  

Dog Parks – This is a fenced area where dogs can run free and interact with other dogs.  There are currently none in Columbia.  CA has proposed building one in 2012 and this has received more support than any other item in the 2012 budget.  So far there has been no discussion on location.  There has been a proposal by a Board member to build two dog parks.

Hobbits Glen Clubhouse – There is currently money in the budget for renovations to the Hobbits Glen clubhouse.  Because of the high cost for the renovations there is now a proposal to build a new clubhouse that is under consideration.  This has received a great deal of support from the golf community.
