Board of Directors Meeting, June 9, 2011

Approval of Candidates to Architectural Committees   The Board approved the respective appointments of candidates to the Wilde Lake and Kings Contrivance Architectural Committees.  

County Tax Credit Legislation  The Board asked the President to create a statement supporting CA’s inclusion in the legislation granting a tax credit for non-profit swimming pools that will then be submitted at the County Council’s public hearing.  

Symphony Woods Park  The Board unanimously approved the alternative plan (Option B) for Symphony Woods Park.

WAC Guidelines /Recommendations for Stream Restoration  The Board unanimously approved the WAC Guidelines /Recommendations for Stream Restoration.

Key Strategic Issues  The Planning and Strategy Committee recommended to the Board that it adopt the Key Strategic Issues document.

WAC Candidate Appointment  The External Relations Committee recommended to the Board that it approve the appointment of the Oakland Mills Village candidate to the Watershed Advisory Committee.  

Minimal Minutes  The Board Operations Committee recommended to the Board changes to the Minimal Minutes policy, specifically the inclusion of Resident Speakers and the topic discussed; the inclusion of a sentence on each topic discussed; and the recordation of all Board member votes on amendments as well as the main motion.   

Symphony Woods Presentation, June 16

The presentation concerned improvements to Symphony Woods Park with initial improvements to include walkways, lighting, site furnishings and additional parking. This was the first of two pre-submission community meetings CA will host to share preliminary plans for the proposed development and allow community members to ask questions and provide feedback.
