Council Representative Report  6-6-11

There were no CA Board meetings in May.  Instead each committee met separately.  I attended the Strategic Implementation Committee Meeting and the Board Operations Committee Meeting.  

The Strategic Implementation Committee, of which I am a member, will concentrate on Symphony Woods Park, the Customer Services System (CSS), Dredging, and Watershed Projects.  

The proposed development plan for Symphony Woods Park will be presented June 16 at CA Headquarters.  This project is doing well but moving slowly since it is essentially the first project done under the new Downtown development guidelines.  Howard Hughes Corporation is working with CA  since they have to provide the Neighborhood Guidelines.  

CSS still has problems for reasons no one seems to understand.  In the last six months CA has added two senior staff members to try and get this project back on track.

As I mentioned previously the contractor for dredging Wilde Lake wants to renegotiate the contract because of high fuel prices.  Dredging is scheduled to start June 15 so we will know in a few weeks if the contractor will honor the contract.  A new RFP for completing the Lake Elkhorn dredging has been issued.

The Appointments to the Wilde Lake Architectural Committee will be approved at the June 6 CA Board meeting.

There have been a lot of discussions about the proposed Howard County “Swim Club”  tax credits that have been proposed.  This tax credit would be available only to nonprofit entities that operate exclusively as a swim club.  CA would not be eligible for the credit.  The value for the tax credit to CA would be about $107,000 a year according to Rob Goldman.
