Grants to CA for the Watershed Program

CA has obtain several grants that will reduce the cost to residents for the Watershed program:

State of Maryland Chesapeake Bay Trust Fund    $500,000

Chesapeake Bay Trust Fund                                    $50,000

Natural Filters Program, Maryland DNR                $180,000

Natural Filters Program, Maryland DNR                $100,000 (Submitted)

Symphony Woods

Work on plans for Symphony Woods is being slowed due to the need for guidelines that include all of the Symphony Woods - Merriweather Neighborhood.  Before CA can start work on Symphony Woods there must be approved Design Guidelines and Sustainability Guidelines  for  both Symphony Woods and Merriweather.  HHC is being cooperative but since they have no immediate plans for Merriweather it is not an HHC priority.   

Wilde Lake Dredging

The Wilde Lake RFP was re-issued on August 15, 2011, and proposals are due back to CA on September 21, 2011.  The RFP assumes a June 2012 start date based on the length of time it will take to complete the review process and then develop and issue a contract.  Contractors are free to submit a more aggressive schedule which would be considered during the RFP evaluation review process.  Staff has requested an early decision from MDE regarding a waiver from the mandatory stream closure period, but initial feedback indicates that any request and subsequent decision could not be made and then issued until after January 1, 2012.
