CA Board of Directors Meeting, January 26, 2012

Columbia Association Logo The External Relations Committee and the Board were given an update on the new CA logo by Ed Stern of the Redhead Company. 

Other Updates  The Strategic Implementation Committee was given an update by the Sports and Fitness Advisory Committee and an update by Jan Clark and Chris Doyle and Chris Roy of Wesco on the Symphony Woods Park Fountain.  The SIC decided to host a work session on the fountain presentation after the budget work sessions end.  I do not believe  the final fountain will differ much from the 

Dredging Fund Transfers  The SIC recommended to the Board that it approve the transfer of unencumbered funds from the Lake Kittamaqundi dredging fund to the Wilde Lake and Lake Elkhorn dredging funds.  The Board then approved the funds’ transfers.  For Wilde Lake a new survey showed the addition of 1,050 cubic yards of sediment since the original 2006 survey.  An additional $900,000 was added to the Wilde Lake dredging contract partly because of the additional sediment and partly because of higher costs under the new contract.  This is not an increase in total dredging costs since Lake Kittamaqundi dredging was completed without spending all funds.  The most recent Lake Kittamqundi, Lake Elkhorn and Wilde Lake dredging efforts underscore the need for a carefully thought out long term management plan that contemplates regularly scheduled small maintenance projects as well as periodic full lake dredging.

CA Budget Items of Possible Interest to the WLVB 

One of the budget items CA is considering is a “Feasibility study to create a Teen Center in Harper’s Choice. The current teen center has been successful in mentoring and engaging the young residents on the East side of Route 29. To have a teen center on the West side of Route 29 would provide greater access. There is a County building in Harper’s Choice (The old Cedar Lane School) that might be a possibility for use. (Suggest that CA partner with the County to determine if the project is feasible).”  Wilde Lake may want to consider getting involved with this.

New to this CA budget is “$100,000 for community aesthetics, a three-fold process for:

· Village Beautification projects:

· Assistance to residents to maintain the exterior of their homes or properties to within covenant standards: and

· Sculpture or other artwork that would add to the aesthetics of Columbia.”

The WLCA has a fund for building a sculpture in front of Slayton House.  At the very least the WLVB could request matching funds to have the sculpture build now.
