Symphony Woods Park Vision Statement  The Board adopted a vision statement for Symphony Woods Park.

Budget Discussion  Most of the time was spent on the Pre-Budget Work Session. 

Other Information

Wilde Lake Dredging start has been pushed back to August 19, 2012.

CA staff intends to issue the contract for Wilde Lake dredging with an August 19, 2012 start date which would allow camp activities to take place on the Wilde Lake grounds and lake next summer.  A waiver application will be submitted for Wilde Lake. Should it be accepted, and if the contractor is available, dredging could start in April and could be completed prior to the start of the CA camp program in June.  CA will make this waiver application a priority.  In the event that the waiver application is not granted, work would start in mid- August and dredging work would be completed prior to the end of 2012.  Should the waiver not be approved, staff believes that the community is best served with a continuing commitment to the Nature Camp program, which serves over 125 youth on a weekly basis. 

Wilde Lake Budget Requests

I have attached a copy of the CA Staff's reply to the Wilde Lake budget requests.  

After reading thorough this I have asked Michelle Miller for additional information about the Property Standards Evaluator since there appears to be some question about funding being added in the past.  

I am also attempting to follow up on the Cove lighting request since there appears to be a lack of understanding about the history of this.

August Light tot lot renovations: This play area was significantly impacted by the
BGE Pipeline project.

The anticipated cost for this project would fall within Category Il funding parameters.
Staff agrees that this request is consistent with CA’s overall building maintenance
objectives and this project will be funded either from the FY 13 or FY 14 open space
Category Ill budget allocation for tot lot replacement.

Village of Wilde Lake sign (@Twin Rivers Rd & Gov. Warfield Pkwy): Sign was
damaged early this year. Boards were replaced and stained as a temporary
measure. The Village Board has requested that it be re-built to its original
configuration with natural wood.

This newly restored sign looks good at this time. Complete replacement, which would
restore the natural wood look of the original sign, is recommended in FY 14 within the
Category Ill funding parameters.

Additional lighting of the Gazebo and some of the dark pathways around the
Cove. This request is made to increase the public safety of residents and others
who might use the walkways and the Gazebo. It is based on discussions and

Property Standard Evaluator Program: Wilde Lake has an aging housing

stock. As a result of the program in 2004, there was a significant improvement in
the general appearance of properties in Wilde Lake. The program engages the
entire Village to be pro-active in maintaining properties.

The property standards evaluator program was a pilot program. Rather than continue the
pilot program and based on the success of the program, CA adjusted the Community
Associations’ assessment share so that all villages would have the funding to hire a full-
time covenant advisor or 2 part-time covenant advisors.

Birches sign: Needs upgrading or replacing.

This sign is still in reasonably good condition. Funding for replacement is not anticipated
in the FY 13 — FY 14 time frame.

Replacement copier: Existing copier installed August 2006. There have been
many technological advances in copiers since then (i.e. scanning & e-mailing
capabilities).

The anticipated cost for this project would fall within Category Il funding parameters.
Staff agrees that this request is consistent with CA’s overall building maintenance
objectives and this project will be funded either from the FY 13 or FY 14 community
services Category Il budget allocation.
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requests and the support of the current Chair of the Cove Resident Board, and the
Wilde Lake Neighborhood Community Safety Resource Officer. CA already has a
copy of the charts and the plans earlier designed by CA for the lighting proposal.
These plans are strongly endorsed by Cove residents.

CA does not have lighting in this area. The existing pole light is on a parcel that is
adjacent to CA property. In general, considering the many miles of pathways in the CA
inventory, the current policy has been to consider the pathways closed from dusk to
dawn. This is a decision that should be discussed by the CA Board.

An eight lane outdoor swimming pool for Wilde Lake. The Neighborhood Swim
Meets will be held at only the eight lane swimming pools. There are no eight lane
outdoor pools in Wilde Lake. This requirement means that Wilde Lake residents
will not be able to have any home meets for the summer swim league. Meets at
the eight lane pools are greatly preferred by members since the participants and
the heats can move faster.

This request is for expansion of one of the Wilde Lake pools to 8 lanes and is really not
feasible due to the costs involved as it would necessitate the complete reconstruction of
the pool for adequate filtration and piping, require new bathhouses to comply with
currently fixture counts and requirements, require full site development plan changes
and would likely cost in excess of $1,000,000. The consideration to hold summer swim
meets at 8 lane pools is completely up to the home team meet managers and the
individual teams.
