Board of Directors Meeting - September 22, 2011

Splashdown  The Strategic Implementation Committee recommended to the Board  that it authorize the repair of Splashdown, to be done as soon as possible, and the Board approved immediate repairs.  The Staff advised that the repairs would take 120-180 days. 

Symphony Woods Park  The design team gave an update on Symphony Woods Park.  The Strategic Implementation Committee recommended to the Board  that it approve the following with regards to the park:

a) the site development plan

b) the moving of the handicap ramp to Phase 2 

c) the general palette of furnishings and materials

The Board approved the SIC’s recommendations.

CSS  The Board received updates on the Aquatics Master Plan and on CSS.  The CSS project is now officially dead.  It has been renamed Phoenix.  CA has signed a contract with a company named CSI that specializes in off the shelf software  for recreational facilities.  A schedule for implementation should be available in late October.

Bridge Columbia  The External Relations Committee recommended to the Board that it continue to support the  Bridge Columbia project and send a letter to the County Executive expressing that support, and the Board approved these actions.

I would say this was one of the most productive Board meeting in a long time.  I also though the Columbia Flier did a good job of reporting both tone of the meeting and the results of the Symphony Woods and Splashdown discussions.  

Improving Usage at Outdoor Pools

At a resent meeting of the Village Board there was some discussion of improving the usage of our outdoor pools.  At the time I felt that many of the ideas being proposed had already been implemented by CA but I did not have specific information.  I have included a copy of the media release with my report.  I think Oakland Mills through there Community Organizer was the village that did the best job promoting these changes.
