Kimco and HCC have met twice and exchanged ideas. They had one 1-hour focus group with students about what they would want and they came up with ideas such as an all-night coffee shop and eateries popular with students such as Chipotle’s.

Kimco suggested student housing but HCC does not want responsibility. Locals are primary market for student housing (kids out of the house but nearby), but some out of town and even international are market. 300 bed facility supportable per study several years old – may be greater now. The shuttle to WLVC is expected to continuum thru next academic year (2011). They originally has an arrangement with the Mall, but the Mall discontinued that and now have a semester to semester lease to use parking for a fee paid to Kimco.

Kittleson is the transportation planner used by HCC and Wells is used by GGP. HCC looked at GGP downtown plan to see how stops would serve college.

HCC would like better walking / biking paths at existing intersections but has not explored other locations for paths. They have no position on our boundary question.
