THE BERNICE KISH GALLERY at Slayton House is a non-profit gallery located in Columbia, Maryland. Slayton House is operated by the Wilde Lake Community Association and is used by various groups for classes, meetings, theater performances, dance performances, wedding receptions, and private parties.

Slayton House is a community center and performing arts center that contains a theater, a set construction and rehearsal room, two dance studios, several meeting rooms, and two art galleries. The Wilde Lake Room Students’ Gallery is reserved for students of Wilde Lake schools. The Lobby and Bill White Room Galleries’ exhibits are juried. There is a receptionist present at all times when the building is open to the public.

Patrons should be urged to call ahead for viewing times because of the varied usage of the building.

GALLERY INFORMATION

The Bernice Kish Gallery at Slayton House exhibits regional visual artists and educates the public by presenting programs concerning the visual arts. The Gallery has established itself as a well-known exhibiting center in the heart of Maryland. The following rules have been established for all exhibits:

1. At least five slides or a CD representing the artist’s work must be submitted to Slayton House prior to a screening by the Bernice Kish Gallery Committee.

(For return of media please include a stamped, self-addressed envelope). Applications may be sent at any time and artists will be notified of a screening date. Samples of work do not have to be submitted until a date for screening has been set. *If an artist’s work is on a website, that may also be submitted in place of the slide/CD procedure.

2. All work submitted for exhibition must conform to the following standards unless otherwise approved for a particular exhibition:

a. All work should be original in design and concept and executed within three (3) years (except for special considerations);

b. Two-dimensional work must be no wider than 72”, appropriately prepared for hanging, with screw eyes (or rings) and wire, and be under glass.

Plexiglas is required for work that is over 30” x 40”;

c. All paintings done on canvas or similar material must be framed. No unframed work will be accepted by the gallery unless approved by the gallery director.
d. Each work in the gallery must have the following information affixed to the back of each work:

Name, Address, Phone Number, Title, Medium, Price or NFS

e. If possible, a complete list of works to be exhibited and the insurance value or price of each piece should be submitted to Slayton House Gallery at least five days prior to the installation date.

3. All content of artwork will be screened and controversial pieces will only be accepted by approval of the gallery director. The gallery director has the right to refuse any artwork that does not meet the criteria of being exhibited in a community center.

4. All artwork must remain in the Gallery for the duration of the exhibition, including pieces that have been sold to patrons.

5. A biography and a statement about the artwork are vital in the preparation of press notices. These notices will be sent by Bernice Kish Gallery and will include publicity photos if the artist has supplied such materials in a timely manner.

6. A Show fee for the month must be paid to Slayton House (check payable to WLCA) at the time the contract is signed and returned to the gallery. The fee for exhibiting is $70.00. *Bernice Kish Gallery also retains a classical guitarist and shares fee (see contract for details).

a. This exhibit fee assists with the show organization, hanging supplies, screening expenses, labels, lists, publicity releases, mailings, artist reception space rental, staffing fees, and other necessary expenditures.

7. A 5% commission on works sold shall be part of the agreement to exhibit. Any patrons indicating interest in the works will be requested to leave their telephone number and inquiries will be forwarded to the artist. It is the artist’s responsibility to notify the gallery so that a red dot can be affixed to the label. Collecting payment and payment arrangements are solely the artist’s responsibility.

8. The artist or group is responsible for the hanging and removal of the exhibit and for the printing of the announcement or invitations. Slayton House will mail 150 invitations to the in-house mailing list if such invitations are provided to the gallery in a timely manner.

a. Monofilament, nails and other hangers, ladder, hammer, etc. for use in hanging the artwork is provided by Slayton House Gallery.

b. Bernice Kish Gallery will generate exhibit lists, artists’ statements and labels for the artwork

9. Opening receptions are scheduled when possible, dependent on the previously scheduled events at the center. Most receptions are held on Sunday afternoons, 3-5pm. Every effort will be made to schedule an acceptable time.

a. the time allotted for the reception is two hours. Also allotted is one-half hour set-up time and one-half hour clean-up time. The total time that staff is scheduled to work for the event is three hours. Artists are expected to honor this time frame and clean up the reception table, kitchen area and the gallery area after the event; a vacuum is available if needed.

b. Artists are responsible for the food, drinks, paper products, and tablecloths;

c. Slayton House will provide tables, trash cans, and receptionist for the event; An ice machine is available for use, as well as wine decanters and some glass serving dishes.

10. Bernice Kish Gallery provides the following services:

a. Publicity release;

b. Labels will be produced if the information is submitted (preferably) in advance of the hanging of an exhibit;

c. Numbered lists will be provided for the exhibit. There may be a nominal fee for additional copies requested;

d. An artist’s statement will also be produced if such statement is submitted prior to the exhibit date;

e. If feasible, a meeting two months prior to the exhibit will be arranged to discuss the exhibit;

f. A staff person will be available to assist with the opening reception.
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
