MINUTES

May 6, 2010
CALL TO ORDER

A regular meeting of the Wilde Lake Village Board was called to order by Bernice Kish, Village Manager on May 6, 2010 at 7:00pm, at Slayton House, Columbia, Maryland. Members present were Vince Marando, Nancy McCord, Bill Santos, Larry Schoen, Barbara Wright; Phil Kirsch, Columbia Council Rep; Bernice Kish, Village Manager, Carole Black, Board Secretary. Also present were Kristin Shulder, Covenant Advisor; Geoff Glazer, Kimco; residents Andy Solberg, Rhoda Toback, Susan Hellenbrand, Tom and Ginger Scott and Wilde Lake merchants Peter Mbi (formerly of The Medicine Shoppe) and Jeff Kamali (Crown Gas Station).
ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR

Chair: Ms. Wright nominated Mr. Schoen. Ms. McCord nominated Mr. Santos. Mr. Santos withdrew his nomination. Mr. Schoen was elected Chair.

Vice -Chair: Mr. Marando nominated Mr. Santos. Since there were no other nominations, Mr. Santos was elected Vice-Chair.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Ms. Kish requested the addition of Executive Session.

RESIDENT SPEAKOUT

Rhoda Toback asked the Board to return to the policy that when a resident asks a question at Resident Speakout, they receive a response either at the meeting or as a followup as to what the Board will do to address the concern. Ms. Wright and Mr. Santos noted that feedback should be given to residents.
Peter Mbi, former owner of the Medicine Shoppe, expressed concern about Kimco’s treatment of the merchants in the village center, especially in regard to taking legal action against merchants. He asked the Village Board to get involved and work with Kimco and the merchants. He said Kimco should stop taking legal action against merchants who had difficulty paying the rent and that the Village Board should put pressure on Kimco to reduce the rent on existing merchants. . The board acknowledged this request but expressed skepticism it could do so.
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SPECIAL GUEST: Geoff Glazer, KImco
Mr. Glazer stated that as far as the boundaries, he was leaving that up to the Village Board to decide. He considers the boundary a very minor issue and said it is okay if the Village Board wants to narrow it down. He added that the decision on the boundaries is not holding back the planning process. Mr, Glazer said he has been in discussions with Lynn Coleman, Vice 
President of Administration and Finance at HCC. Kimco and HCC organized a meeting with a cross section of students to get feedback for what services, etc. are missing on campus that could be available at the village center. Most of the land at HCC is being allocated for academic buildings, so any additional foods and services would have to be off-campus. The design team on economics will be incorporating the students’ comments from the community meeting.

Mr. Glazer projects that that the first pre-submission meeting will be held in July. After the meeting, the design team will incorporate comments from the community and the Board, do some adjustments to their plan and then submit it to the Design Advisory Panel (DAP) for comment. They will then go back and do some redesign and then go through a similar process with plans to schedule a second pre-submission meeting before the end of the year. They hope to file a petition in the first quarter of 2011.

Ms. Wright expressed concern about helping the current businesses during this process. She asked about the possibility of David’s Market as the anchor grocery store. Mr. Glazer said that they have been in discussions with David’s but no decision has been made yet.
Mr. Kirsch raised his concern about adequate parking for the CA facilities. Mr. Glazer has met with Phil Nelson of CA and they will discuss the issue further when the redevelopment plan is made public.

Mr. Schoen asked why there had been a two month delay from the original projection of the end of April to hold the first pre-submission meeting. Mr. Glazer said that he had been expecting to hear back from the Board on a consensus about the boundaries, but clarified that the boundary question has limited effect on Kimco’s plans and did not hold up his design team.

Mr. Schoen said the Board will work on getting a unified stand on the boundaries. Mr. Schoen asked if Kimco had decided on a residential partner for the center. Mr. Glazer said that and information about whether an anchor store is in the plan would not be made known until the pre-submission meeting. 

Andy Solberg commented that Kimco has not been responsive to the needs of the residents.

Tom Scott asked if Kimco plans to sell the Village Center. Mr. Glazer stated that they had no plans to sell at this time.
OLD BUSINESS


Election Report – 

Steve Drakos, Chair for the Elections, gave a report about the elections. He recommended that next year all candidates be given the opportunity to respond to questions on Candidates’ night. This year, since there was not a contested election for Village Board, questions were only directed to the Council candidates. He also recommended that volunteers validate the absentee ballots beforehand. Mr. Drakos also recommended either getting a pop-up tent next year or not use a tent, since the current tent is very difficult to erect.
There were also some suggestions about having additional dumpsters on cleanup day. Ms. Black is looking into this possibility.

Wilde Lake Village Center Boundaries

Mr. Schoen recommended postponing the decision until the next meeting. He added that it is incumbent on the people who want to have the larger boundary to bring a motion to the next meeting. Mr. Santos volunteered to make a proposal at the next meeting. He will bring materials to present this proposal. Stakeholders on LPP will be notified to respond on their position before the May 17 meeting.

Ms. Wright and Mr. Marando volunteered to contact HCC to gather information about planning. Mr. Marando suggested that Mr. Schoen contact and meet with Geoff Glazer to get updated information on the village redevelopment plans.


Tower Federal Credit Union

The Board reconsidered the motion from the last meeting to rescind their approval to have membership in Tower Federal available to Wilde Lake residents. After some discussion, the Board decided not to rescind their decision. However, this will not be advertised in the newsletter, so as not to conflict with support for Columbia Bank.
