Kimco Presentation of Proposed Plans

A special meeting of the Wilde Lake Village Board was called to order by Bill Santos, Chair, on May 10, 2011 at 7:05pm. Members present were Bill Santos, Chair; Nancy McCord, Vice Chair; Regina Clay; Vince Marando; Barbara Wright; Phil Kirsch, Columbia Council Rep; Bernice Kish, Village Manager; Carole Black, Board Secretary. Also present were Kristin Shulder, Covenant Advisor, Geoff Glazer, Kimco, Greg Reed, Kimco, Bryce Turner, Architect, Lawrence McNally, Bohler Engineering, Architectural Advisory Panel members Jervis Dorton, Bob Tennenbaum, Jim Leonard, Sam Crozier, Mark Brooks and Ruth Landsman; and several residents. A complete list is attached to the minutes.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA



The agenda for May 10, 2011, was approved in a motion 


by Ms. McCord, seconded by Ms. Wright, carried unanimously.

Mr. Santos explained that the focus of the meeting is on the covenant process. This different that the county zoning process. It is based on different criteria. The covenant process for non-residential properties is similar to the residential application process. Copies of the flow chart for the non-residential process were distributed.  Mr. Santos explained that the materials for the Kimco proposal will be on display at Slayton House for 3 weeks to allow residents the opportunity to submit comments. These comments will be compiled into a report. Kimco will have up to a year to submit an application, which will be reviewed by the Architectural Advisory Panel (which is similar to the RAC for residential applications).
The AAP will discuss their findings with the AC Liaison.

Geoff Glazer, Vice President of Kimco for Development in the Northeast Region, provided a similar plan as the last community meeting, but would include more detailed information. They need Architectural approval before submitting their application to the county. Mr. Glazer explained that they expect to submit an application within a week after the 3 week review by residents.

Bryce Turner, the architect, gave the presentation of the plan.

A slide presentation began with a proximity map of the facilities that are located in the area, including the mall, Howard Community College, and Howard County Hospital.

Next a boundary map of the village center was shown.  This included commercial buildings and CA buildings. Mr. Turner explained that the current courtyard was problematic because the buildings blocked the view of the stores in the center.  Also is the difficulty in access from Twin Rivers Road.
Mr. Turner explained that the proposed plan provide better access from Twin Rivers Road. There is a straighter access to Cross Fox and the courtyard opens to the rest of the center. There will be two residential buildings with up to 250 units. Parking will be below the buildings. The surface lot has 130 spaces, which is less than the existing parking. There is 89K square feet of commercial space, increasing the overall parking by 200 spaces. The bank is relocated next to one of the residential buildings.
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The courtyard space provides more outdoor seating. They will maintain as many existing trees as possible.

Lawrence McNally, of Bohler Engineering, provided information on the materials for the site plan. There will be pervious pavement, stamped concrete and pedestrian bridges. The current parking islands will be reconfigured to allow more spaces. They will incorporate the elevation of the site to allow for underground parking.

The project will be in 4 phases. Phase I will include the demolition of the food store and preparation for the residential. Phase 1 and 2 will be almost simultaneous. There will be micro bio retention areas. All species will be native plants.

The site lighting will include low level lights for pathways to reduce glare.

Information on the design criteria was also provided as well as the signage criteria.
Mr. Dorton noted that there is still a large parking lot and suggested that they bring the food store closer to the village square. He was also concerned about demolishing the third building and a dumpster facing Twin Rivers Road. Mr. Glazer noted that they have tried to compact the center parking lot and provided connector pathways.

Mr. Dorton also noted that the larger residential building should be divided into two wings with an open center.

Mr. Tennenbaum agreed with Mr. Dorton’s comments, The parking for the food store would conflict with shoppers and office tenants.

Mr. Glazer noted that they would consider Atwater’s or Stonemill in the corner of one of the residential units. 

Mr. Crozier felt that the bank needs to be relocated. It needs to be where there is more activity.  He also suggested relocating the entrance to the drugstore.

Ms. Wright was concerned about the village green as a gathering place.

Ms. McCord asked about phase 3 and 4. Mr. Glazer noted that this is driven by economics. The best start date would be fall 2012 or as late as spring 2013.

Ms. Clay liked the direct route from Twin Rivers Road to the village green. She also suggested moving the bank. Mr. Glazer said it must fulfill requirements for a drive-thru.

Mr. Marando suggested moving the kiosk closer to the parking lot.

Mr. Santos asked about the walkways – which are covered? He also asked about the stormwater management plan for Lynx Lane and the lighting plans. 
Elliott Simons, who lives in Cross Fox, asked about security between Cross Fox and the food store. Mr. Glazer noted that they will be installing a new fence.

Jeff Friedhoffer suggested a screened area against yellow jackets and fans for the heat.

Stanley Rodbell asked about the amenities for the residences. Mr. Glazer said they are working on an agreement with CA to offer CA facilities memberships.

Genie Wessel suggested offering retail that would attract students from HCC. She also suggested rainbarrels and a recycling area.
