RESIDENT SPEAKOUT

PFC. Zammillo reported that there has been an increase in robberies recently in Harper’s Choice and Wilde Lake. Two arrests have been made. PFC. Zammillo reported a concern that representatives from Kimco were not showing up in court when there were hearings on banning arrests. Kimco was not, in effect, supporting their own security after the banning by not appearing in court. The Board agreed to contact Kimco about this issue.
Jervis Dorton spoke in regard to the community response statement the Board was drafting in regard to Kimco’s petition to the county on the redevelopment of the village center. He urged the Board to recommend at least a 25 foot setback from Cross Fox Lane to allow a buffer planting and street trees.
