to approve the amended minutes of February 1, 2010. The motion carried 4 in favor, 1 abstention. (Mr. Kuhn was absent)
RESIDENT SPEAKOUT TC \l5 "
Caryn Lasser distributed copies of highlights of the recently passed CB-58 and CB-59. Ms. Lasser pointed out that the APFO will need to be revised and updated to allow for future development. A developer has to comply with the APFO before any development can begin. This is reviewed annually. There is a proposal to have a connector from Blandair to HCC. The connector may include a bus or shuttle, with a stop at the Wilde Lake Village Center. Ms. Lasser pointed out that the village center redevelopment is more immediate than any development in downtown. Ms. Lasser added that the county will notify villages when there are opportunities for giving input on any transportation issue. The Board’s position could also be incorporated into the community response statement on the redevelopment of the village center. 
Most likely local retailers would locate in the village centers and larger national chain retailers would locate in the downtown. The village center provides the basic everyday needs for residents.

There was also a discussion of marketing the village center to HCC students. 

Mr. Kirsch queried Mr. Mackey about how the size of the Village Center would affect the County approval process. Where there would be differences between parcels inside and outside the boundary, changes in use would still require public process to change the SDP in either case.
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Tom Checke and Judith Dixon (who were not identified as residents) of Tower Federal Credit Union presented information on making this available to the community for membership. This will be on the next agenda under New Business for consideration.

Report on meeting with Phil Nelson
Terry Kuhn and Nancy Alexander met with Phil Nelson regarding expenses for the Village Center Community Plan meeting in December. Mr. Nelson agreed to cover the expenses incurred thus far. They also discussed a bus transit proposal from Blandair to Little Patuxent Parkway and the hospital. It will not be for cars, but rather buses, pedestrians and bikes. A graphic of the route was passed around at the meeting. CA plans to link up the current paths to this route. CA plans to establish a committee to work on this, which would include representatives from all the villages. Ms. Alexander proposed the appointment of a liaison for this committee. The Board discussed whether the liaison should be a board member or a resident. This will be on the next agenda for discussion. Mr. Kuhn will contact Mr. Nelson to get more information on the role of the liaison and the mission statement of the committee.
Mr. Marando noted that he would be meeting with John Slater regarding the bridge project on Wednesday, March 3.


Report on meeting with Kimco and Architects

Mr. Marando reported that three architects met with Geoff Glazer, Kimco’s architect and another representative from Kimco. Mr. Marando, Ms. Alexander and Mr. Kirsch attended the meeting as observers. There was a general gathering of information from the architects by Kimco. The architects shared a variation of several plans with Kimco. The issue of a connector to HCC came up and the village center could provide for students, e.g. possible housing and stores. Kimco is reluctant to build higher than 5 stories since the structure would be different for taller buildings.


Materials Submitted by Architects

There was a discussion about the various plans submitted by Bob Tennenbaum, Cy Paumier and Jervis Dorton, which were reviewed at the meeting with Kimco. These will be available for review at Slayton House. These architects were notified about the March 4 meeting with Kimco. None of the architects were expecting to receive a fee for their proposed plans.

March 4 Meeting with Kimco
The Board agreed to post the information from Marsha McLaughlin’s email on density in the village.
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Mr. Kuhn made a motion, seconded by Mr. Santos to 



schedule a special meeting with all relevant stakeholders 



of the village center at a future date to discuss the inclusion/exclusion 



of boundaries. The motion carried 4 in favor (Mr. Santos, 



Ms. Alexander, Mr. Marando, Mr. Kuhn) and one abstention (Mr. Schoen).
There was a discussion of what items to include in the agenda for March 4. These included boundaries, transportation, parking issues, density, open space, pathways, connector to HCC, timing and phasing of the redevelopment and accommodations for existing merchants.
