March 4 meeting with Kimco - Discussion
The Board discussed holding a meeting with the stakeholders on Little Patuxent Parkway to discuss the proposal by Kimco to include them in these properties in the Village Center boundaries. A letter would be drafted and sent out to Board members for approval, cc’ing the management companies. The Board would offer to meet with the. Mr. Mackey pointed out that the Zoning Board makes the final decision of what the boundaries are. Ms. Alexander added that they need to meet with representatives from the Interfaith Center to determine if they should be included in the boundaries. The Interfaith Center has already indicated that they do not want to be designated as “historic”. Ms. Alexander will contact the president of the Interfaith Center to discuss this issue. A possible date to meet with Little Patuxent Parkway stakeholders is March 29th. After meeting with the stakeholders, a meeting with Kimco will be scheduled.

The Board discussed whether to appoint a Board member to represent Wilde Lake or have a member of the community be the representative.  After some discussion, Ms. Alexander agreed to serve in the interim until the new Board makes a decision.
