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Wilde Lake Village Center Boundaries


Stakeholders on Little Patuxent Parkway
Letters were sent to the stakeholders on Little Patuxent Parkway. Follow-up phone calls will be made to those who have not responded. All stakeholders will be invited to the next Village Board meeting on April 19th to discuss their inclusion in the village center boundary.

Ms. Alexander noted that the Village Board needs to present themselves as a unified voice and not do things independently.

Role of the Interfaith Center

Ms. Alexander met with Charles Ware, President of the Interfaith Board regarding their concern about the term “historic” in the Village Center Community Plan. The Interfaith Board was concerned that if they were termed “historic”, they would not be able to make any changes inside the building.  A follow-up letter was sent to Mr. Ware elaborating on the distinction between legally “historical” and the term historical as it was used in the Wilde Lake Village Center Community Plan. Ms. Black will do a follow up phone call to Mr. Ware, requesting a confirmation letter to include in the village files that this issue has been resolved.

Worksession with Kimco

Mr. Kuhn noted that the Village board should have a consensus on their position on boundaries before meeting with Kimco. Mr. Kuhn, Mr. Schoen, and Mr. Santos indicated that they supported the inclusion of the LPP commercial properties in the boundary, but not the residential properties proposed by Kimco. Mr. Santos said this inclusion would give the Village board more opportunity to provide input in future changes along Little Patuxent Parkway.
Mr. Marando indicated that he doesn’t feel he knows enough about the boundary issue to make a decision. He did agree that the residential properties should not be included. Mr. Marando noted that there are 3 economic forces that impact the LPP properties: HCC, the hospital and the downtown. By including the LPP properties within the boundary, the “center of gravity” of the village center would be changed from Twin Rivers Road to LPP.

Mr. Schoen stated that he felt the commercial properties on LPP should be included. Once they are included in the boundary, this gives any future planner a bigger palette to work with and any changes would involve the Village Board in the process. He suggested that if the Board takes up a motion to modify the boundary, it would be helpful to have one of the graphically skilled community members (e.g. architect) present with a flip-chart sized graphical plan,plastic overlay and erasable marker.
Mr. Marando did not feel a decision should be made until the Board meets with the LPP stakeholders. He added that the Village Board does not have covenant control over these properties.

Ms. Alexander agreed with Mr. Marando that the inclusion of these properties changes the center of gravity to LPP. The focus should be on keeping the village center as the center of gravity.

The Board agreed that they may not be able to hold a worksession until the new board convenes in May.


Tower Federal Credit Union


Mr. Kuhn made a motion, seconded by Mr. Marando, 



to send a letter to Tower Federal to request membership

for Wilde Lake residents. Mr. Schoen requested that Columbia Bank be notified of this decision, which Ms. Kish agreed to take care of. All in favor.
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SPECIAL GUEST: Debbie Cappucitti, Watershed Advisory Committee
Ms. Capuccitti explained that she is the representative from Wilde Lake on this committee, which is a CA committee that meets monthly. They have been working on a CA watershed plan. Right now they are focusing on community outreach, which involves education and recruiting volunteers. CA has approved funds to hire a fulltime CA Watershed Manager, who will work with the public to keep them informed on watershed issues. Ms. Cappucitti works for the Maryland Department of the Environment and has been involved with the new storm water regulations, which will be coming out shortly. She offered to volunteer to review any village center plans to make sure they are complying with these new regulations.
