Budget FY11

Ms. Kish explained that this was a Pro-forma budget and could be adjusted after the First Quarter Report in July. Mr. Schoen indicated that he would like to include a $15K line item for consultants for planning the village center.

to approve the Budget FY11. Mr. Schoen amended the motion to include a line for consultants under “other fees” for $15K. This was seconded by Mr. Kuhn.
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Mr. Marando recommended not including this amount since it would lock it into the budget. Mr. Schoen noted that there should be a notation what specifically the $15K is being used for.

Mr. Schoen made a motion, seconded by Mr. Santos, to adjourn the meeting and reconvene as the Architectural Committee. All in favor.
The Architectural Committee was called to order at 7:40pm by Nancy Alexander, Chair.

Members present were Nancy Alexander, Chair, Vince Marando, Vice Chair, Terry Kuhn, Bill Santos and Larry Schoen.

The purpose of the meeting was a consultation on the application regarding architectural changes to KFC.

Mr. Marando, the AC Liaison, reported that at the RAC meeting on April 13, 3 applications were recommended for approval and one was tabled. Mr. Marando approved the 3 applications as recommended by the RAC. There was also a meeting of the Architectural Advisory Panel, with 3 members present (Mr. Tennenbaum, Mr. Mangraviti and Ms. Blanchard, RAC Chair). Mr. Marando and Ms. Shulder observed the discussion regarding the application by KFC for exterior alterations to a commercial property. Ms. Shulder explained that the AAP made recommendations for changes to the application and that the AC Liaison makes the final decision on the application. No vote is taken by the AC.
Mr. Santos made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kuhn, to adjourn the AC meeting at 8:00pm.

The Village Board meeting reconvened.


Wilde Lake Village Center Boundaries


Stakeholders on Little Patuxent Parkway
Alan Davis, owner of Princeton Sports, which is one of the properties on LPP, was present. There was a discussion of Kimco’s proposal to include the LPP properties in the village center boundary and what the impact would be on these properties. One of the benefits of inclusion in the boundary would be that application for a change of use would go directly to the county and not through GGP. Mr. Davis thanked the Board for explaining this issue and asked for help in dealing with the vacant properties behind his building, which are being used for illegal activity. Ms. Kish will contact Nancy Tucker of GGP to investigate this.
