Also present were residents Tom and Ginger Scott, Andy Solberg, Rhoda Toback, Jerry Cripe, and Barbara Kellner.

AC Liaison – Mr. Marando reported that all applications from the May 11 meeting were approved as recommended by the RAC.


Chair – Mr. Schoen reported that he met with Phil Nelson, CA President, at the Summit and invited him to the June 7th Board meeting to discuss the community planner CA recently hired and the resources that CA could provide to the villages. In addition they would talk about the parking issue at the village center.
SPECIAL GUEST: Denis Ellis, CA Open Space

Mr. Ellis provided information about the Stream Stabilization Program in Wilde Lake. Two areas need to relocate the pathway away from the stream: August Light and Big Woods Court. Affected homeowners will be notified and notice will be put in the email newsletter about this. Plans will be available for review at Slayton House.
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Mr. Ellis also discussed the issue of closing some of the tot lots. He explained that this was a cost measure to reduce the number of tot lots by 29% over a 10 year period. This year CA was trying to identify four tot lots and Wilde Lake’s are not under consideration. Hickory Ridge has already proposed one. Wilde Lake has very few tot lots (11 or 12 total). Possible closures are near the Running Brook Neighborhood Center and Rain Dream Hill. Mr. Santos noted that there is a high concentration of young families by the Running Brook tot lot, so that should remain open. The one on Rain Dream Hill is within the ruins. Mr. Ellis noted that the tot lots can be replaced by something else, such as a community playground, with equipment for different age levels, such as in Swansfield.
SPECIAL REPORTS


Meeting with HCC – Mr. Schoen and Mr. Marando met with Lynn Coleman and Shelly Biello of HCC. A report is attached to the minutes. It will also be posted on the village website. Mr. Schoen explained that there is limited space on campus. Access to services and food vendors in the village center would be desired by college students. HCC would like better walking/biking paths at existing intersections but has not looked into other path locations. The college master plan will be on the web in June. There will be community meetings on June 16th to present the plan.

Meeting with Oakland Mills Village Manager – Community Organizer – Ms. Wright scheduled a meeting with the Oakland Mills Village Manager for May 28th. The manager would also be interested in coming to speak to the whole board about this position, but the first action will be Ms. Wright’s report from her meeting.
OLD BUSINESS

Request for ARC Resolution: 10461 Waterfowl Terrace

All in favor. The amended motion was approved unanimously.

Village Center Boundary
Mr. Santos presented a proposal and motion to amend the boundaries originally set by the Board in the Wilde Lake Village Center Community Plan, to include properties along Little Patuxent Parkway from Governor Warfield Parkway to Harper’s Farm Road. Mr. Santos noted that this would establish maximum building heights for these properties and would offer a more stringent and enhanced notification process, offering more opportunities for community input.




Mr. Santos made a motion, seconded by 




Ms. McCord, to establish the boundary of the 




Village center to include properties along Little Patuxent 




Parkway.

Ms. Wright spoke against the motion. She noted that it was premature to vote on this until after Kimco presented their plan. Ms. Wright added that this decision to should be presented to the community first and any decision should wait until after the pre-submission meeting in July.
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Ms. McCord noted that there has been a lot of community input already. Kimco doesn’t care which boundary the Village Board supports. The Board needs to move forward and make things
happen. Ms. McCord supported the motion because she felt it would benefit Wilde Lake if there were more restrictions on LPP properties.
Mr. Santos noted that this had been discussed for 8 meetings.
Mr. Marando said he was against this motion at this time. He noted that this is not slowing down Kimco’s process and it is not necessary to change the boundaries until after the pre-submission meeting. He added that they don’t know what kind of housing Kimco will propose.
Mr. Kirsch noted that if the Board wants to change the boundaries, they should go back to the residents to see what they want. If they are included in the boundaries, LPP properties would have a harder time to make changes.
Resident Andy Solberg said he was against changing the boundaries because this could be a negotiating point with Kimco. He felt Kimco does not understand the difference between a village center and a commercial center. Changing the boundary is a premature action and the Board would be giving up a potential negotiating point.

Resident Ginger Scott agreed that it would be premature to change the boundaries to include the LPP properties.

Resident Rhoda Toback noted that what Kimco does in the village center has nothing to do with the boundaries.

Resident Jerry Cripe was against changing the boundaries. He added he was also concerned about building dormitory housing within the village center boundaries.

Mr. Schoen said he was against changing the boundaries because it would dilute attention from the core of Kimco’s property and we and they need to focus our energy there, though we can still comment on development proposals on LPP regardless of where the boundary is. Broader community input could be solicited in the future on the entire WLVCCP. 

After the discussion, the Board voted on Mr. Santos’s motion. The motion failed in a vote of 2 in favor (Mr. Santos, Ms. McCord) and 3 opposed (Mr. Schoen, Mr. Marando, Ms. Wright).
