REPORTS

AC Liaison – Mr. Marando was absent. Ms. Shulder reported all applications at the May 25th meeting were approved as recommended by the RAC.


Chair – Mr. Schoen reported that he and Ms. Kish met with representatives of the Howard County School System. This was the first contact with the school system regarding the redevelopment of the Village Center. The report of the meeting will be posted on the village website.
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Peter Mbi remarked that the Board should also hold a meeting with the merchants association. Mr. Schoen noted that that he and Ms. Wright attended a merchants’ association meeting and are open to attending more meetings with them.
SPECIAL GUEST: Geoff Glazer, Kimco
Mr. Glazer provided an update on the status of the redevelopment of the Village Center. He provided copies of the letter which will go out to 950 adjacent property owners regarding the July 22nd pre-submission meeting at Slayton House. In addition to Mr. Glazer, there will be architects, civil engineers and other professionals to provide a broad presentation. Mr. Glazer noted that he was aware of the Board’s decision to maintain the original boundary they set for the village center. Mr. Schoen noted that he had called Mr. Glazer on May 18th to notify him of the decision. At the pre-submission meeting on July 22nd, there will be opportunity for residents to provide comments and input. In addition, Kimco will set up a comment box in their office in the village center for any additional comments afterwards. At the meeting, Kimco will provide square footage of buildings, building footprint, height, as well as the quantity of area of each usage. i.e. residential, retail or office space. They will retain certain “pieces” of property which have historic significance. They will also show parking, pathways and bus stops. Comments and suggestions will be incorporated in their plan before the second pre-submission meeting. The developer will try to incorporate as many comments and suggestions as reasonable into their second pre-submission presentation. They have not met with the Howard County Public School System about linking walking paths from the high school and middle school to the redeveloped center. More focus has been on working with HCC.
The goal for approval of the village center redevelopment is 2012, with construction in 2013.

Mr. Glazer noted that it is difficult to rent the current empty spaces because it can only be for short term leases.

SPECIAL GUEST: Phil Nelson, President, Columbia Association
Mr. Nelson spoke about CA resources available to the Wilde Lake for their planning process. He explained that CA has hired Jane Demner as the planning manager for CA. She will be available to assist the Village Board on developing a master plan for the village. As Mr. Nelson explained that a master plan takes into consideration today’s lifestyles, demographics, roadways, etc. It projects land use for the next 30 years. CA can help the county to develop master plans for the villages. They are looking into ways to connecting the uses available in the different villages. Wilde Lake has top priority to receive assistance in master planning for the entire village, not just the village center. In order to receive this assistance, the Board should draft a letter to request help with developing a master plan. Mr. Glazer noted that he would be interested in meeting with the planning manager too. Mr. Santos asked Mr. Nelson to provide demographics and statistics about the village.
