Also present were Kristin Shulder, Covenant Advisor; John Slater, Landscape Architect, Jane Dembner, CA Director of Community Planning, Tim Johnson and Candy Olds, HCC Mediation and Conflict Resolution Center, Chick Rhodehamel, CA, and Barbara Kellner.

AC Liaison – Mr. Marando reported that all applications from the June 22nd meeting were approved as recommended by the RAC. 


Chair – Mr. Schoen was absent. No report was given.
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SPECIAL GUEST: John Slater – Wilde Lake signage 
Mr. Slater presented information about the replacement of the dual village sign on Harpers Farm Road (Wilde Lake on one side, Harpers Choice on the other). There are no final design plans yet. He provided some suggestions and criteria for the design. The signs look best with 3-4 colors, a recognizable graphic (e.g. the cattails) and a unique color palate. The maximum size is 36 square feet. The dimensions should be compatible with the Harpers Choice side. Mr. Slater asked for feedback from the Board in 2-4 weeks and then the design team would come back with a proposed design. This will be on the next agenda for discussion.
SPECIAL GUEST: Jane Dembner, CA Director of Community Planning

Ms. Dembner said she has a Master’s Degree in Urban Planning, and has worked in both the public and private sector. She has also served on the Watershed Advisory Committee as the representative from Harpers Choice. One of her goals is to make Columbia and Downtown more connected with better pathways and trails system. Her planning involves anything that happens to physical space. Her focus would be on the village centers first and provide a guide for community planning. As part of that, she would develop a public involvement process, working with the county. Mr. Santos noted that in addition to connecting to downtown, it is important for Wilde Lake to improve connectivity with HCC.
Mr. Marando raised the issue of traffic concerns as different projects are phased in.

OLD BUSINESS

WLVCCP edits re Interfaith Center 
Ms. Wright has been working on edits requested by the Interfaith Center. She is still waiting to get more feedback from Nancy Alexander and asked that the WL Interfaith Center be notified that they are working on the revisions.


Ms. Wright made a motion, seconded by Mr. Marando, 


to table this item for more revisions. All in favor.

Best Practices Peer Review


Mr. Santos made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wright, 


to allow Mr. Santos to contact the other villages regarding 


their interest in the peer review. All in favor.
Mr. Santos will report back by the first meeting in August.

SPECIAL REPORTS


Communications Committee –

Ms. McCord introduced Tim Johnson and Candy Olds of the HCC Mediation and Conflict Resolution Center. Mr. Johnson explained that he and Ms. Olds are volunteers for the center and are trained as facilitators for group meeting.
There is no set limit to the number of times they can provide this service, which is free.

They would be available to attend the July 22nd Kimco presentation and the scheduled listening sessions on July 27 and 31.

Mr. Santos noted that the data from the listening sessions could be used to make revisions in the WLVCCP and Community Response Statement. 

Ms. McCord explained that she and Mr. Schoen had previously met with Mr. Johnson about using the HCC MCRC.
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Ms. McCord has also discussed with Ms. Kish about getting new email addresses for the Board. Ms. Kish has spoken to the IT person about the email accounts as well as get a new domain name for the village website. This will be on the next agenda for discussion.


Covenants Committee re Redevelopment – Update

Ms. Shulder has met with Mr. Marando and Mr. Santos to discuss the current procedures for non-residential properties. She provided binders for each Board member with the relevant documents to this process, including non-residential procedures, the zoning regulation, covenants, etc. Ms. Shulder suggested having a representative from DPZ come to talk to the Board about the role of the County Design Advisory Panel at the County, who will review Kimco’s plan prior to when the petition is filed.
The Board agreed to invite someone from DPZ to the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Revisions to AC Procedures
Ms. Shulder provided some suggested revisions to the AC Procedures for Non-residential properties. This item will be on the next agenda.

Coordinating Zoning and Wilde Lake Architectural Process
Mr. Marando suggested a schematic for the dual processes – County and Architectural Committee. They discussed the timeline for the AC process and when to start the clock for the application to the AAP. Mr. Santos will work on a schematic for the AC. This will be on the next agenda for further discussion.  

HCC Facilitator – Wilde Lake Village Center Redevelopment Listening Sessions
