Mr. Santos requested the addition of “Wilde Lake Dredging” under New Business.


Since there were no objections, the amended agenda for 



October 18, 2010 was approved by acclamation.

Next Steps: Faulkner Ridge Center

Ms. Alban provided an overview of the process. She explained that the administrative staff has been located at various facilities throughout the system. The decision was made to consolidate the staff at two locations: Cedar Lane and Ascend One, which was recently being used by the county during the renovations of their offices at Courthouse Drive. The majority of staff from Faulkner Ridge Center will relocate at Ascend One. This will occur in March 2011. Although the building will not be used, they will continue to maintain the grounds and fields, keep the outside lights on and provide security for the site. There are no immediate plans yet for the use of the building, although it may be considered as part of the Downtown Development.
Mr. Roey noted that this has created a positive and close working relationship with the County government in allowing the use of Ascend One, which provides a “healthier’ environment for staff. 

Resident Bob Buchmeier expressed concern about the building being empty. Mr. Roey assured him that they will continue to maintain the grounds and provide security for the building and grounds. Resident Ann Shirk asked about the lights. Mr. Roey explained that the building will be dark but all exterior lights will be on. Resident Dwight Wolkow asked why the building was “unhealthy”. Mr. Roey noted that there has been a breakdown of the HVAC and it is too costly to do the necessary repairs. Usama Hussanein, a parent of a child who attends the Wilde Lake Children’s Nursery, said that the building has been designated as an emergency shelter for the school. Ms. Alban will investigate this concern. Mr. Santos asked about future public meetings for the nearby residents. Mr. Roey said they are working on staff recommendations and will then ask for public input. They estimate the cost would be $10 million to renovate the 
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building. Mr. Schoen asked if they would be more likely to teardown than renovate. Mr. Roey said it would be more likely to level the building and build a new one.
REPORTS


Teen Rep – Ashley reported that there will be a Motown Choir Concert, with music from Smoky Joe’s Café on October 19 at 7pm. Tickets are $5. There were 3 Hispanic voices essay winners: Mia Flores, Jesus Lopez and Jennifer Sevilla. The Students of the Month are Rodrigo Futema and Rebecca Yoon.

Columbia Council Rep – A written report is attached to the minutes. Mr. Kirsch spoke to Sean Harbaugh of Open Space about the island. It will be cut to the 3’ level, which was agreed upon by the affected residents.


Communications Committee – Ms. McCord had no report.


Manager – A written report is attached to the original minutes. Ms. Kish provided dates for the CA Budget hearings. She suggested the Board consider requesting a property standards evaluator. This will be on the next agenda.

AC Liaison – Mr. Marando reported that he signed off on all applications recommended for approval by the RAC at the October 12 meeting. 

Chair – Mr. Schoen attended a meeting with 8 of the 10 Village Board chairs. They discussed the issue of security, safety and crime in the villages. At the next meeting in January, they will discuss fiscal reporting and coding of expenses.

OLD BUSINESS

Draft Statement re: Kimco Plan
Mr. Schoen asked the Board to vote on the motion from the last meeting, which was on the statement before additional revisions were made.


All opposed the statement from the last meeting, so the motion failed. (Ms. McCord abstained since she was absent at the last meeting.)
The Board would now review the revised statement.



Mr. Marando made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wright, 


to approve the statement with Option 1 and the 1st  


paragraph in Section 2.2.2.
There was a discussion. Ms. Shulder cautioned the Board that including a specific plan (or plans) could be construed as an endorsement and may tie the hands of a future Architectural Committee/Board.


Ms. Wright made an amendment to the motion to 


use Option 2 instead of Option 1. This was seconded 


by Mr. Marando. The motion failed 1 in favor (Ms. Wright) 


and 4 opposed (Mr. Schoen, Mr. Santos, Ms. McCord, Mr. Marando).
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Ms. McCord made a motion to replace paragraph 1 


in 2.2.2 with the alternate paragraph. This was seconded 


by Mr. Santos. The motion failed 2 in favor (Ms. McCord, 


Mr. Santos) and 3 opposed (Mr. Marando, Mr. Schoen, Ms. Wright).


Mr. Santos made a motion to strike the last sentence of 



the paragraph. There was no second. The motion failed.


Mr. Marando made a motion to amend the paragraph, 



by deleting the words “retaining and” and “this upgrade 



may include” There were no objections.



Mr. Santos made a motion to strike footnote #4. There was 



no second. The motion failed.


Ms. Wright made a motion to add “the first Columbia 


Village Center”. There was no second. The motion failed.



Mr. Marando made a motion to amend Option 1 with Option 1a



“The Board supports the AAP graphical conceptual plan 


that is part of the Attachment #4. The Board believes the AAP 


plan addresses most of the values embodied in the Community 


Plan and is consistent with the community commercial values.” 


This was seconded by Ms. Wright. The motion failed 2 in favor 


(Ms. Wright, Mr. Marando), 3 opposed (Mr. Schoen, Mr. Santos, Ms. 



McCord).


Ms. Wright made a motion, seconded by Mr. Marando, to add 


to Option 1a, the last sentence of Option 2. The motion failed 


2 in favor (Mr. Marando, Ms. Wright) and 3 opposed (Mr. Schoen, 


Mr. Santos, Ms. McCord)


Mr. Marando made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wright, to replace 


Option 1 with Option 1b “The Board supports the plan submitted 


by Mr. Mangraviti”. The motion failed 2 in favor (Mr. Marando, Ms. Wright) 


and 3 opposed. (Mr. Schoen, Mr. Santos, Ms. McCord).


Ms. McCord made a motion to use Option 4. There was no second. 


The motion failed.

The Board then voted on the original motion.



Mr. Marando made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wright, 



to approve the statement with Option 1 and the 1st  



paragraph in Section 2.2.2. The motion carried unanimously.
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The statement and attachments will be sent to DPZ for the DAP, and a hard copy will be delivered to Kimco. The information will also be posted on the website.

NEW BUSINESS

Wilde Lake Dredging
Mr. Santos suggested that CA representatives come to a meeting to discuss the new timing of the dredging. Ms. Santos noted that dredging in the spring was harmful to the aquatic environment. He was also concerned about the cost issues since the dredging would occur in the next fiscal year. Mr. Santos will investigate this. He will discuss the cost issues with Mr. Kirsch.
