REPORTS


Teen Rep – Ashley reported that she has organized a Red Cross Club at the school. They will assist with the blood drives and other Red Cross activities.

Communications Committee – Ms. McCord reported that the committee will meet with the new community organizer when she starts.

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Wilde Lake Dredging 

Mr. Santos was concerned about the new projected time to start the dredging at Wilde Lake. Originally, it was scheduled for this fall, but now it has been moved to spring 2011. Mr. Santos noted that when the Board approved the CA dredging proposal in 2009, it was under the agreement that the most environmentally sound and sensitive procedures would be used. He noted that the spring is spawning season and to do the dredging at that time of year was not environmentally sound. CA was requesting a waiver from the state to do the dredging in the spring.  He recommended contacting CA to send representatives to discuss this at the next Board meeting.


Report on DAP meeting


Mr. Schoen, Mr. Santos and Ms. Wright attended the DAP meeting when they reviewed
Kimco’s redevelopment plans. Mr. Schoen commented that the DAP seemed very informed on the community comments. Ms. Wright was concerned that they made their motions too quickly and might have missed some of the points.

Mr. Marando recommended an informal meeting with Geoff Glazer before the second pre-submission meeting. Mr. Schoen suggested waiting until after they receive the DAP comments. Ms. Wright and Mr. Marando both felt that there should be 2 Board members at the meeting with Mr. Glazer. Ms. McCord’s opinion was that contact by the Chair alone would be more productive.

The Board agreed to include a request for a property standards evaluator. Mr. Santos encouraged the Board to ask for other items. This will be on the next agenda.

Soil Testing Project 
John McCoy, CA Watershed Manager, sent a letter to offer a soil testing service to residents to make recommendations for the proper chemicals for treatment. 


Board Procedures

Ms. Wright expressed concern about conducting meetings regarding the redevelopment without all Board members being notified. She asked that wo board members be present at any meetings. Mr. Schoen said it is not always practical or effective to provide advance notice or to have two members present at every discussion. Mr. Marando said he felt excluded from the document review session that took place among Messrs. Schoen, Santos and Ms. Shulcer. Mr. Schoen reminded Board members that the session resulted in options that the entire Board received in advance and that were considered at its next meeting. He stated that this is the job of the Board leadership in order to make the meetings productive. Ms. McCord said that Board members needed to trust each other and that the advance discussions were appropriate and helpful in moving the process forward.
