SPECIAL GUEST: PFC. James Zammillo, Community Resource Officer
Officer Zammillo explained the statistics on the crime reports he distributed at the last meeting. He has been working with some of the HOA’s to set up a banning program. One has been set up at Concord House and there have already been some bannings there. He is currently working with Bryant Gardens to set up a program there. Officer Zammillo also suggested forming a Business Watch, which is similar to Neighborhood Watch, for businesses. Police are available to give training for this program and it networks businesses to alert each other of any suspicious activity. He is working with April Wainwright, the Community Organizer, to set up a block captains program and a neighborhood watch. The Southern District Officer in charge of neighborhood watch is Terrence Benton.
REPORTS

Teen Rep – Ashley reported that the Spring Musical will be “Into the Woods”, March 3, 4, and 5. 

Columbia Council Rep – A written report is attached to the minutes.
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Mr. Kirsch asked for the Board’s input on the options for improvements to the Hobbits’ Glen Clubhouse. Board members questioned the benefits to the community and how anybody could make an informed decision lacking a full financial pro forma (income and cost projections).

Communications Committee – Ms. McCord reported that the committee will meet after the holidays. Mr. Marando and Ms. Wright were concerned about the decision not to send out the email newsletter directly, but rather direct people to the website. A link will be sent out to the email list and highlights of the newsletter will be included.

Manager – Ms. Kish was on vacation.

AC Liaison – Mr. Marando signed off on all applications for the December 14 meeting as recommended by the RAC.

Community Organizer –

April Wainwright provided a report on the projects she has started. She has contacted potential names for street captains. Her email is wildelakecommunity@gmail.com. Ms. Wainwright has met with the community organizer and village manager from Oakland Mills and also met with Jane Dembner and Bernice Kish. She is also working on use of social media in communicating with residents. She has been in contact with the principals and will meet with them in January. Mr. Kirsch suggested setting up a “beautiful street” contest. 

Chair – Mr. Schoen and Mr. Marando met with Geoff Glazer about the second pre-submission meeting. Mr. Glazer did not share any major changes in the locations of the major buildings in the village center. Mr. Glazer discussed the likely phasing of the project. The Giant building will be removed first. The next step is the enlargement of the Produce Galore building and then David’s would move over there and their old building would be demolished in preparation for construction of the residential buildings. The construction of the drug store would be last. Mr. Glazer will meet with two Board members on January 11th to share more information about his presentation to the large public group on the 26th.
Mr. Schoen also reported that he received a letter of resignation from the AAP from Nick Mangraviti. Mr. Marando and Ms. Wright will be in charge of deciding on how to proceed to select a replacement for the AAP.

Community Response Statement
The Board reviewed Bill’s draft of the statement. The Board agreed that they would contact some experts to get their input on transportation and the environmental factors.
Mr. Schoen will contact Sharonlee Vogel on the  Transportation Board and a representative from Bicycle Advocates. Mr. Kirsch will contact John McCoy regarding the environmental factors. Mr. Marando will work on the historical background.
