INFORMATION ABOUT WILDE LAKE
THE VILLAGE:  Wilde Lake was Columbia's first and only village when our association was incorporated in 1967.  Slayton House, the first community center, was opened the same year.  The village association was designed by Columbia's founders to be a focal point for coordination of resident interests and concerns, especially in the areas of advocacy, information and referral, architectural control and open space maintenance, personal growth (non-credit classes), and social activities.

Every April elections are held for Village Board of Directors who represent village residents on civic issues and set policy for use of the community center.  A village representative to the Columbia Council is also elected at that time.  The Wilde Lake Council Representative is the residents' voice in the citywide forum as well as on the Board of Directors of the Columbia Association, which collects your Columbia Assessment and operates all the city's parks and recreation facilities.  Every adult who owns and/or resides on property in the village of Wilde Lake is a member of the community association and is eligible to run for office and to vote on behalf of his/her household (Covenants Section 3.02 A & B; and Articles of Incorporation Paragraph A & B Sixth Article of Incorporation).


SLAYTON HOUSE:  Slayton House is operated by the Wilde Lake Community Association and is used primarily for community meetings, parties and receptions, theatre, dance and concert productions, and non-credit classes for children and adults.  The lobby area and Bill White Room are used as art galleries and the village association staff offices are located here.

One way to find out what is going on at Slayton House is to read The Wilde Lake, the village newsletter, which is printed in the Columbia Flier newspaper every first Thursday.  Class schedules are listed periodically in the Columbia Flier. There is also a direct mail newsletter that is published 3 times a year. In addition, information is available at our website at www.wildelakecommunityassociation.org .You can also sign up for the weekly email newsletter, which provides information about events and activities.

The Wilde Lake Community Association is also responsible for the operation of three neighborhood centers: Bryant Woods, Faulkner Ridge and Running Brook. The neighborhood centers were built by Columbia Association, and are used primarily by nursery schools and community groups.
